A New Federal Interagency Website on Youth  

ARTICLE I - PURPOSE  

The purpose of this Inter-Agency Agreement (IAA) between the (Name of Partner Agency) and (Name of Receiving Agency) is to support work of the Interagency Working Group on Youth Programs, including the development and implementation of a New Federal Interagency Website on Youth.  Activities will enhance collaboration among government organizations at the Federal, State and local level, including with faith-based and other community organizations, as well as among families, schools, and communities in order to leverage existing resources and improve outcomes.  Activities will also identify and disseminate promising strategies and practices that have been proven effective through rigorous evaluation, and publish essential information to assist interested citizens and decision-makers, particularly at the community level, to plan, implement, and participate in effective programs for at-risk youth.

ARTICLE II - BACKGROUND

Since 2005, an interagency workgroup of federal youth-serving agencies has developed and maintained a website called the Community Guide to Helping America’s Youth (Guide).  This workgroup developed website content and trained audiences to make best use of that content.  The goal of the Guide is to strengthen federal programs by supporting coordination and reducing duplication of effort.  

The federal agencies represented on this Workgroup include the U.S. Departments of Agriculture, Education, Health and Human Services, Housing and Urban Development, Justice, and Labor, as well as the Corporation for National and Community Service and the Office for National Drug Control Policy.  The U.S. Departments of Commerce, Defense and Interior will also be engaged to join this Workgroup.  HHS/ASPE serves as the chair of the Workgroup and the managing partner for activities described in this MOU.  (Name of Receiving Agency), will house the contract for the New Federal Interagency Website on Youth.  

The Guide features federal publications and web links, evidence-based program summaries, and information about federal grants, programs, and technical assistance resources.  Mapping tools benefit federal programs by helping grantees identify federal and local resources and gaps.  The Guide gets more traffic than many other federal websites targeting youth-serving groups, and its tools and resources are of great interest to the youth-serving community.  
The New Federal Interagency Website on Youth will migrate content from the Community Guide, and over time, will be expanded to house federally-developed interactive tools and other resources to help youth-serving organizations and partnerships.  Partnerships, whether federally funded or not, will be able to access the website to create and execute strategic plans to support young people.  The New Federal Interagency Website on Youth will benefit federal agencies, youth service providers (federal grantees and non-federal grantees) and the youth-serving community generally. The New Federal Interagency Website on Youth will enable youth-serving partnerships to create and execute strategic plans to support youth, helping them include youth as active participants wherever possible.  
The goals of the New Federal Interagency Website on Youth are to:

· Enhance collaboration among government organizations at the Federal, State and local level, including with faith-based and other community organizations, as well as among families, schools, and communities in order to leverage existing resources and improve outcomes.  

· Identify and disseminate promising strategies and practices that have been proven effective through rigorous evaluation.

· Publish essential information to assist interested citizens and decision-makers, particularly at the community level, to plan, implement, and participate in effective programs for at-risk youth.

Implementation will occur in several phases.  In phase I, in FY 2008, content from the Community Guide to Helping America’s Youth will be migrated to the New Federal Interagency Website on Youth; where feasible and appropriate, updates to the existing resources shall be incorporated as part of this migration.  As part of this phase, focus groups shall be conducted with user groups to solicit recommendations for enhancements.  In later phases, the New Federal Interagency Website on Youth shall be enhanced and updated; and marketing, training, and outreach activities shall create increased awareness and utilization.  The outcome of these activities is based on existing budget and resource estimates.

ARTICLE III – SCOPE OF WORK AND RESPONSIBILITIES
This work will be a collaborative effort between the Interagency Working Group on Youth Programs (including the U.S. Departments of Agriculture, Commerce, Defense, Education, Health and Human Services, Housing and Urban Development, Interior Justice, and Labor, the Corporation for National and Community Service, and the Office for National Drug Control Policy).  Roles and responsibilities of the managing partner, (Name of Receiving Agency), and (Name of Partner Agency) will be carried out as stated in the executed MOU on the New Federal Interagency Website on Youth between (Name of Receiving Agency) and the (Name of Federal Partner Agency) for FY 2008.

ARTICLE VI – AUTHORITY
This MOU is authorized in accordance with the general cooperative authority provided under the Economy Act of 1932, 31 U.S.C. Section 1535.  These provisions provide for one Federal agency to utilize the goods and services of another federal agency when such requests are in the best interest of the government.  In accordance with 31 U.S.C. Section 1535 and with Section 17.503 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation, the contracting officer of the requesting agency makes the required determination and findings. 

ARTICLE VII –EFFECTIVE DATE AND TERMINATION

This agreement shall be effective immediately upon the date of the last signature below and shall remain in effect until terminated by either party.  Either party can terminate this agreement by providing written notice of intent forty-five (45) days in advance of the termination date. The current estimate is that this agreement will be in effect through September 30, 2009.   This agreement may be extended by written agreement of both parties.

ARTICLE VIII – EFFECT OF AGREEMENT

This agreement is an internal Government agreement and is not intended to confer any right upon any private person.  

Nothing in this agreement shall be interpreted as limiting, superseding or otherwise affecting either agency’s normal operations or decisions in carrying out its statutory or regulatory duties.  This agreement does not limit federal partner agencies from participating in similar activities or arrangements with other entities. 

This agreement will be executed in full compliance with the Privacy Act of 1974.
